A government press statement dated 3"4 July
advised that Churches could cater for more than
50 people if the premises allowed for a capacity
of greater than 50, and as long as social
distancing guidelines were adhered to.

Church sections, you will be directed to
the gallery.

¢ When the gallery has reached full
capacity, no one further will be allowed
to enter the Church.

e There is strictly no movement of people
between sections before, during or after
the service.

e After Mass please exit the Church via the
door you entered, ensuring social
distancing at all times.

¢ Parishioners should not congregate
outside, before or after any services.
