sit/stand close together).

e Face masks are mandatory (except for
those people exempt as outlined under
HSE guidelines).

e Up to 50 people can attend a wedding
service with up to 25 attending a wedding
reception (indoor or outdoor)

e Funerals can have up to 50 mourners.
Gatherings before or after the funeral
should not take place.

e Sunday and Holy Day obligations can be
fulfilled by attending Mass anytime during
the week.
