THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

Sit until the Gospel Acclamation

Stand for the Gospel Acclamation and The Gospel
Sit for the Homily and a period of quite reflection
Stand for The Creed and Prayer of the Faithful

THE LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST

Sit for The Offertory and preparation of the gifts.
Stand for The Preface (The Lord be with you etc.)
until the conclusion of the Sanctus (Holy, Holy,
Holy)

Kneel for The Eucharistic Prayer

THE COMMUNION RITE
Stand for The Lord's Prayer
Kneel after The Agnus Dei (Lamb of God)

During the distribution of Holy Communion
please wait until the Ministers are at the various
stations and then reverently proceed to receive,
being mindful of giving space to the person ahead
of you.

THE CONCLUDING RITES
Stand for The Prayer After Communion, Blessing
and Dismissal
